Bolts (d) and transit glides.

Retain the Connector Bolts (d) as these will be needed to fit the Wooden Leg Assembly (a).

2. Fit the Wooden Leg Assembly (a) onto the sofa by locating the keyhole plate in the leg, onto the fixing
screw in the side of the arm.

4. On static sofas only, fit the Adjustable Centre Leg (c) by
aligning the threaded bolt of the foot with the threaded
insert in the centre of the sofa underside, turn until tight.

I.Remove the transit glides. Then, using the Allen Key (included), remove the 4x Connector Bolts (d).

Retain the Connector Bolts (d) as these will be needed to fit the Wooden Leg Assembly (a).

2. Fit the Wooden Leg Assembly (a) onto the recliner unit by locating the keyhole plate in the leg, onto the
fixing screw in the side of the arm. Also fit the 100mm Plastic Foot (b), screwing by hand into the holes as
below.

I. It is best to position the sofa near the power source. Facing the back of the sofa, find both ends of the
2-pin-connector, | on each side. Push the 2-pin-connectors into each side of the splitter cable (1a).

2. Push the 2-pin-connector on the splitter cable into the power adaptor (I1b) and close the locking cover.

3. Finally insert the power cable (Ic) into the power adaptor. Position the sofa with 20cm clearance to the
wall, allowing space for the mechanism to recline.

Wood Furniture

Wood displays different grain patterns depending on which way it is cut - for example, the ‘medullary ray’ which can appear

on oak furniture is a mark of good quality timber - these are characteristics of the natural beauty of the wood. All timber
surfaces will change colour and mellow over time. New furniture will initially vary in shade from items that have been previously

purchased.Wipe with a damp cloth.

Fabric Care

Every effort is made to keep colours consistent between batches, but fabric manufacturers cannot guarantee exact matching. All
fabrics will fade in sunlight, to prolong the life of the fabric do not place it close to a heat source or in direct sunlight. Plump up
cushions after use, especially fibre or feather cushions. If the cushions are reversible turn them at least once a week to minimise
wear and maintain their appearance.To prevent dust and dirt accelerating wear, gently vacuum upholstery once a week or use

a soft brush. For complete cleaning we recommend a specialist cleaning in situ. Accidental spills and stains should be treated as
soon as possible, except mud which should be left to dry and then brushed off. Remove any solids, then blot up as much liquid as

possible with white paper towel or a clean cloth.We recommend professional dry cleaning but some action can limit damage.

Leather Care

As leather is a natural product, each hide will have its own individual characteristics - grain pattern, texture and

colour will vary from hide to hide and even within the same hide.All of which contribute to the natural beauty

and softness of the hides. Keep your leather furniture at least 40cm away from any heat source and if possible avoid exposure

to direct sunlight preventing colour fading, dehydration and cracks. Leather furniture in a2 normal domestic environment should
require little attention. Cleaning should only be done when necessary.We advise that the leather should be regularly dusted. At
least twice a year the surface should be wiped over with a damp cloth, with special attention paid to crevices where dust and dirt
could be a cause of hidden wear. Do not apply any chemical or abrasive products. If you have a spillage on your leather furniture,

act immediately and dab off any excess liquids and solids, then contact a specialist leather cleaning company.
